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General Information

The Cadet Scheme is a collaboration of the College, Social Services and the NHS Trust to deliver a programme that will help you gain a career within the NHS or Social Care Sector. During an average week you will spend three days at college, two 6 hour shifts on placement and occasional days in the NHS outreach site. 

Work Placement

Your work placements will be in a variety of NHS and Social Services settings where you will work under the supervision of a mentor. You will be expected to complete a minimum of 375 hours for each year of the course.  Your work placement will involve working along side and interacting with qualified and experienced healthcare staff which will enable you to gain experience from various areas and will help you to decide which career route you may wish to follow.

Who is the course for?
The course is suitable for school leavers who wish to follow careers in the health & social care services. A cadet is someone who has a genuine interest in supporting health workers in order to provide better care for people. A cadet hopes eventually to work in the NHS or Social Care field, to achieve this he or she must be prepared to work hard both in College and on placements in order to gain the necessary qualifications and experience. 

What do I need to join the course?

You will need:

· To be aged between 16-18 years old 

· Have 5 GCSEs grade A* to C including English and Maths or Science 

· Good literacy and numeracy skills

· Successful completion of internal assessment & interview 

You must have a commitment to study, be able to work independently and undergo an occupational health check.

You must also be able to complete a satisfactory CRB (Criminal Record Bureau) check.

What does the course involve?

You will study a range of units including:

· Communication

· Equality, Diversity and Rights 

· Development through the Life Stages

· Caring for Children and Young People  

· Safeguarding Adults

All LMC students will receive tutorial support. In addition you will be expected to undertake two 6 hour shifts on placement each week.
How will I be assessed?

This course is continuously assessed using written assignments.
What qualification will I get?

On completion of this course you will receive Edexcel BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma in Health and Social Care (Health Studies).

What can the course lead onto?
This qualification can lead onto further studies in Higher Education at Degree Level leading to employment in specialist roles within the NHS or Social Care Services. Alternatively a variety of job roles within the Health & Social Care sector.

How much home study will I be required to do?

You will be expected to undertake occasional home study on this course.

What expenses are related to this course?
You will need to pay for travel to and from your work placement.
