What does the course involve?

You will spend about 7 hours a week studying in your vocational area and a further 6 hours improving your functional and personal skills. All LMC students will receive tutorial support and take a programme of Functional Skills including English, Maths and ICT. 
How will I be assessed?

This course is continuously assessed using a range of methods including assignments, portfolio presentation and observation whilst carrying out practical performance. 

What qualification will I get?

On completion of this course you will receive City & Guilds Certificate in Introduction to Hospitality Industry, City & Guilds Certificate in Employability and Personal Development, and City & Guilds Awards in English, Maths and ICT. 
What can the course lead onto?
Many students progress to the next level vocational course or training and employment.
How much home study will I be required to do?

You will be expected to undertake occasional home study on this course.
What expenses are related to this course?
You will need a uniform which costs around £60.00.There will be occasional visits during the year. The costs will be minimal.
